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COPY OF CHARTER TO THE COMPANIONS OF THE CROSS AND PASSION

Original Charter dated 26 March 2008

Revision of 18 December 2008

Dearly beloved in the Lord,

We, the Most Reverend Mar Joannes III, O0.C.R., D.D., by the grace of
God Metropolitan Primate of the Liberal Catholic Apostolic Church,
having regard to the fact that Our worthy and well-beloved Brother in
Christ Mar Alexei founded the Companions of the Cross and Passion as a
religious Fraternity after the example of St Paul of the Cross and
other Passionists;

And that the said Fraternity is open to men, both lay and ordained,

who desire to model their lives on the example of the Passion of Our
Lord Jesus Christ, and who, having completed the required
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preliminaries and probationary period of Six Months have made a
public Act of Commitment and thereby desire to be accepted into the
Fraternity as Companions;

And that the spirituality of a Companion of the Cross and Passion is
grounded and finds its fullest expression in the mystery of the
Eucharist in which we meet the sacrificial Christ in his Risen and
Glorified Presence; and that frequent communion and Tregular
Eucharistic adoration, as well as the Divine Office, the Rosary and
other devotions should form a major part of the daily spiritual
discipline of each Companion, according to the constraints upon his
time and his state in 1ife. And that +the spirituality of the
Fraternity is also expressed in the performance of works of mercy with
a special orientation towards the care of the sick, the dying, the
recently departed and the bereaved.

And that ordained and lay persons wishing to support and pray for the
work of +the Companions may be admitted to that Fraternity as
Associates according to the regulations for such admission as they
may be determined from time to time;

And that the said Fraternity is an important contribution towards the
furtherance of brotherly 1love within +the Church, and that its
principles and practices may be of assistance to its members as an
outward sign of spiritual grace, and that its aims are worthy of
perpetuation;

Now therefore do We grant a CHARTER to the said Fraternity within the
Liberal Catholic Apostolic Church, and thus providing that this
Fraternity will be under the protection and that of Our Church and of
Us and Our successors as Metropolitan Primate in perpetuity;

And such that the principles and practices of the said Fraternity as
established in their existing precepts shall be maintained, excepting
that such changes as shall from time to time be deemed necessary may
be made by permission of the government of the said Fraternity;

And such that the governance of the Fraternity shall be in the hands
of its Father Superior, who is at present our well-beloved Brother in
Christ Mar Alexei, and all the Companions in Chapter, and that the
successors to the first Father Superior shall be elected by the said
Companions in Chapter;

And such that the Father Superior shall have the authority to appoint
all other office bearers within the Fraternity;

And such that in the decision-making of the Chapter mutual consensus

shall be the desired means of proceeding rather than majority,
wherever possible;
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And therefore we decree that the

henceforth lawfully fulfil the
ideals of morality, uprightness,
are required of its members.
