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COPY OF RENEWAL CHARTER TO THE SOCIETY FOR HUMANISTIC POTENTIAL

Original Charter dated 26 March 2008

Revision of 18 December 2008

Dearly beloved in the Lord,

We, the Most Reverend Mar Joannes III, O0.C.R., D.D., by the grace of
God Metropolitan Primate of the Liberal Catholic Apostolic Church,
having regard to the fact that the Society for Humanistic Potential is
a dependent Religious Society of Our Church:

And that the said Society is lawfully incorporated and is in good
standing in the Commonwealth of Dominica and has its registered

office and established corporate officers in that country;

And that the said Society is an important contribution towards the
furtherance of education within the Church, and that its principles
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and practices may be of assistance to its members as an outward sign
of spiritual grace, and that its aims are worthy of perpetuation;

Now therefore do We grant a Charter to the Society for Humanistic
Potential within the Liberal Catholic Apostolic Church, and thus
providing that this Society will be under Our protection and that of
Our Church;

And such that the principles of the Society as carried out through its
activities shall be in keeping with the principles of our Church and
shall be accredited as being the same;

And such that +this Charter shall be <clearly understood as not
substituting for legal or judicial operating authority in the
respective jurisdictions concerned, so that the said Society shall at
all times comply with all laws, regulations and rules that may govern
its operation and activities, and that this Charter shall be
understood to be of a purely spiritual effect;

And therefore we decree that the said Society shall from henceforth
lawfully fulfil the obligations of embodying the high ideals of
morality, uprightness, 1liberty and such other qualities as are
required of its members.
